The dedication speech briefly out-
lined the heroic deeds of Lt. Keyser
during the battle for «Three Time
Hill” in the vicinity-of St. Katharnen,
Germany, when after capturing the
vital high ground essential in main-
taining the Remagen Bridgehead, his
platoon was subjected to an intense
enemy attack consisting of tanks and
infantry.

Encouraging his men to hold their
ground, Lt. Keyser in complete dis-
regard for personal safety, called for
mortar and artillery fire on_his own
position and succeeded in repulsing
the enemy.. For . his gallant actions
which cost him his life, he was post-
humously awarded the Silver Star.

While «Taps? was sounded and a

volley was fired, the teams of the
39 th Infantry and 60 th Infantry Regi-

ments bared their heads in honor of

2 man who made it possible for them
to play on that field along the
Danube River.
