SYSTEM TAKES EFFECT

Shipment Cancelled For 37 to 52 Pointers ;
Discharge Score Now Officially At Eighty.

It was a mixed deal as far as the 37 to 52 pointers were
concerned, when after being alerted for shipment to the 71 st
Division, the move was cancelled on receipt of orders from
Headquarters, Third Army, outlining new instructions for read-

justment procedure.

Therefore any EM
who may have commenced active
duty or overseas service in the last
two weeks of a month will not
receive credit for that partial month
served. Points for bartle
stars and decorations will be computed
as in the past including the additonal
period to V] Day, Sept. 2nd.

The order further prohibits the
classing as essential, any man who
has S5 points or more and calls for

A few vyears ago, a. midwestern
university erected a monument  to
the memory of one of their very
ordinary graduates. He had been a
very averages-tudent as far as schola-
stic atrainments were concerned ; had
belonged to many organizations, but
was never an officer in any; had been
on the scrub football team and had
never played in any really big game.
He was graduated at the time of the
first world war in which he went
overseas as a medic. He lost his life
in an attempt to save that of a
wounded comrade and because of
this, the French government awarded
him posthumously a Croix-de-guerre.
His alma mater wishing to honor his
menory, erected the monument and
placed thereon these words, «he played
four years on the scrubs . .. he
never quit!”

We usually erect monuments to
the genius . . . the man who does
some outstanding thing. But after all,
i’s the ones who play four years on
the scrubs, the ones who never quir,
that-make the outstanding work of
the genius possible. ;

But to really keep at it like that,
a fellow has to have some goal worth
working for.

Ration Shortage
Due To Overdraw

At a meeting of all Regimental
Mess personnel, Tuesday, Caprain
Coulter, Regimental S—4, explained
the recent ration shortage, the new
ration charts for each company’s allot-
ment and the need for saving fats,
paper bags and wood crates.

Caprain Coulter declared tha: the
ration shortage resulted from over-
drawing 6,700 rations during a period
of intense redeployment when exact
figures on the number of men were
not_available. In .order to balance
this excess the Regiment’s rations
were cut. The balance has now been
made up and the companies will
receive their regular supply.

The new ration charts will show
exactly how much each company has
received, consumed, overdrawn or
underdrawn, and the total left. Com-
panies will also be required to rtake
a head-count at each meal.

Captain Coulter also stated that
it will be necessary to save fats, in
face of a soap shortage. Paper bags,
wood crates and other containers
must be saved because quartermaster

depots are short.

Almost a trudkload of radio equip-
ment including shortwave receivers
and transmitters, parts and the faci-
lities for operating were found in a
house. Another place revealed 200
pounds of hoarded flour and a short-
wave recéiving set.

Of the persons arrested, about half
were turned in for not having pro-
per identification papers. Two of the
arrested were Wehrmacht men’ with-
out discharge certificates. One Ger-

- man, after being tcld twice that he

was not leave his home, disobeyed
the order and was arrested. Others,
possessing unregistered motarcycles
and cars, were summuoned.

Major Thurstor, 9th Div. Provost
Marshal, called the raid the biggest
success thus far, in regard to contra-
band seized. He noted that many
of the German people had failed to

. take note of the Dachau raid some

weeks ago and were still holding for-
bidden property at their own risk.
The Major also gave much credic to
Major James L. Sumpter, First Batta-
lion Commanding Officer, and his
men for the thorough iob they did.
He cited Cpl. Frank Serra’s discovery
of the ammo supply as an example.

In a subject letter dated Sept. 3,
the facts that only water from aut-
horized water points will be used for
drinking purposes was strongly empha-
sized.

Whilé every man has had «shots”
against typhoid fever, strongly pollured
water is very apt to cause anyohe
to become severely” ill.

It is common knowledge that public
water systems are far from the desired
in this area. In practically every in-
stance the water is piped direct from
the well or other  source of -supply
to the faucet . . . no- method of
sterilization being used.

There has been one mild epidemic.
in Ingolstadt traced to the water
supply in which many civilians were
afflicted . . . fortunately none of the
G.Is. were infected. Overworked me-
dical personnel have curbed the iliness
bur the danger ‘stll exists. .

We'll agree that it is much easier
10 take a drink from convenient faucet
or brush your teeth with running
warter than to bother with 2 canteen
cup and the old familiar lister bag
or the 5 gallon water can. But a
hospitalized soldier isn’t a crecit to
his company . . . doesn’t puli his
share of the load and .certainly doesn't
ger shipped out on redeployment
schedules.

points. However. anyone with less
than 80 points (the new critical score),
- will be sent to the states by quota,
_to Reception Centers rather than
Separation Centers as they are not
as yet eligible for discharge.
Occupation troops - cannot retain
mén with more than 55 points but
this order does not clarify their pos-
- drion. It is stated that the critical
score will ‘be lowered from time to
time, and is believed that such men

will be organized into groups to await
such eventuality.

Any EM with ASR scores equal
to or above the critical score
volunteer to remain in the service
for the duration of the emergency
plus six months.

Meanwhile 191 more Go-Devils left
the Regiment this week, 143 to the
17 th Reinforcement Depot and the
remaining 48 to the +46th AAA,
Automatic Weapons Batralion.
